Special Invitation to: BROKEN BAY DIOCESE WINTER SPORTS TRIALS 2017

. Broken Bay Sports Council will conduct trials to select students to be invited to attend the NSWCPS
Polding winter sports trials in the following sports: AFL, rugby league, netball, football (soccer), hockey,
touch (rugby union will be held in term 2).

o The purpose of the Polding trials is to select an open age (up to 12 years) team to compete at the NSW
PSSA State Carnival for the particular sport.

o It is important to note that these trials are ONLY for children who display a 'representative level ability'
in the chosen sport. While teams are 'open age' it is strongly recommended that only outstanding stu-
dents in years 5 & 6 be invited to attend.

. A school may not send more than 4 students to any one trial. It is not expected that all schools will
have students of the required ability in all sports. Netball and boys’ soccer are particularly competitive
with such a large number of students proficient in these sports. For these sports they would preferably
have already been selected in a community rep or development squad.

. There will be a $10 entry fee for each student attending the trials. This will be payable to the school
prior to the trials.

. Parents are responsible for all transport and supervision arrangement for their own children attending
Broken Bay trials.

. Students must provide their own personal protective equipment.
. Students attending the trials must wear their school sport shirt for all sports.
. For rugby league and rugby union: Note that these are essentially body contact sports with some de-

gree of inherent risk of injury. The wearing of a correctly fitted mouth guard is mandatory in all games
and training sessions. Head gear is strongly recommended.

o If a training session is organised, attendance is compulsory.

o Parents of children selected to participate in Polding Winter Team Sport Trials must make their own
transport and accommodation arrangements for their children.

STUDENTS INTERESTED IN ‘TRIALLING” MUST ARRANGE TO SEE MR MARTIN AT SCHOOL FOR THE
PERMISSION FORM, STUDENT PROFILE ETC.
