With the creaƟng of our vision ‘Ignite, Innovate and Include in Mercy’ I wish to invite all parents to parƟcipate in a two part 

educaƟon program for MathemaƟcs and Numeracy.  I will be running these sessions with the assistance of some classroom 

teachers. In these sessions you will learn about the educaƟonal philosophy behind how we teach maths (not only at OLD but 

in every diocesan school) and how this may differ from your school years. By parƟcipaƟng in Parent EducaƟon you can 

become an empowered, informed and acƟve partner in your child’s educaƟon.

For those parents, grandparents and carers 
who make use of the Kirk Street Pickup 

line, please be advised that council rangers 
are rostered to monitor the area every day.   

 
Cars are not permitted to wait in the pick-
up line before teachers and students have 

arrived at 3:05pm.   

 
Waiting cars create an issue with traffic 

trying to turn into Kirk Street from Archer 
Street, and this, in turn, causes traffic is-

sues in Archer Street itself.  The council is 
concerned with the potential safety risks 

to pedestrians in both Archer and  

Kirk Street. 

 
The penalty for stopping and waiting in the 

Pickup line area is $183 and 

1 demerit point. 
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
