Social Media

In light of National Bullying Day last Friday | wanted to give a timely reminder about social media, as ‘Cyber Bullying’ is now a
serious concern in our society:

Children under the age of 13 are not permitted to have a Facebook, Snapchat or Instagram account.
Be aware of the internet sites your child visits - some include public chats that are not screened.
Ensure all devices are used in view of an adult.

Regularly talk about ‘Cyber Safety’ with your chidlren (This is a great site to visit with older children or to upskill
yourself https://www.opencolleges.edu.au/informed/cyber-safety/)

Parents must gain permission before posting photos of someone else’s child on a social media platform.

The school has written permission from all parents to use photos. Students without this permission are not included
in our school’s Facebook page (Facebook page School: Our Lady of Dolours Primary School Chatswood). Please do not
use photos from our Facebook page without parental and school permission.

Please be aware ‘Cyber Safety’ is taught explicitly by the teachers in every grade and the Internet agreements
signed by the children are regularly referred to when using devices at school.

Further to Miss Kirsty Thorpe’s notes ... From Mr Philip Ledlin:

Further to Kirsty’s important notes re Social Media, it is timely for me to respectfully report to all parents and friends about
several important Diocese of Broken Bay expectations:

® Any social media site referring to OLD in the site name needs the approval of the school principal — (If approval is granted,
this site must have the following people with ‘administration rights’: School Principal, Assistant Principal and one School
Admin’ person too)

® No children’s photos or videos are permitted to be posted on an approved OLD P+F Facebook site — (Please note that the
official OLD School Facebook site is managed by the school and we have specific parent/guardian permission to publish all the
photos posted to this site)

® Any approved OLD P+F Facebook site must be open to any/all OLD parents and friends at all times

Finally: Parents and Friends are reminded that they must never post photos/videos of students (other than their own) on their
personal Facebook site

Parents and Friends might have noticed that the following message was recently posted on the OLD P+F Facebook site. | will
work to rectify the situation ASAP because | know only too well the important advantages of Social Media that help to get us
closer to our 2020 School Vision: “Ignite, Innovate and Include in Mercy”.
